Every five years, all providers shall complete additional, advanced training in each of the training areas listed in §
67:42:17:17.

Summary of Non-Compliance Finding:

Provider did not have verification for the 2024 annual training year of six hours for her and provider assistant available
during the inspection.

Corrections to be Made:

Provider will need to submit training certificates to the Office of Licensing & Accreditation for six hours of annual training
for her and assistant.

Corrections Made:

Provider submitted 2024 annual training hours to the Office of Licensing & Accreditation for her and assistant.

The provider shall annually review and update each record required under this section, and make the child's record
available to the department, upon request.

Provider had four child records that are missing required information.

Provider will need to submit to the Office of Licensing & Accreditation the missing items for the four child records.

Soiled diapers must be changed promptly, in a designated area, on a non-porous surface. The diaper changing area must
be clean and disinfected with a sanitizing solution approved by the department. Soiled diapers must be keptin a
leakproof, nonabsorbent container that is covered with a tight-fitting lid.

Summary of Non-Compliance Finding:
Cleaning supplies for bath tub was stored under the bathroom sink cabinet and accessible to children. Child safety latch

on cabinet door was not working properly.

Corrections to be Made:

Provider will need to install new child safety latch on cabinet door or move cleaning supplies making them inaccessible
to children.

Corrections Made:
Provider repaired the lock on the bathroom sink cabinet making the cleaning supplies inaccessible to children.

Provider has several unused electrical outlets in the downstairs playroom that were uncovered.

Provider covered all unused electrical outlets in the downstairs playroom with outlet plug covers.

Playgrounds for all child care settings must be safe, in good repair, and free of debris, trash, and weeds. Playground

equipment must be installed according to the manufacturer’s instructions and maintained in good repair.

For a center program, a fence that measures at least four feet high is required around the center’s outdoor play space.

For a family day care or school-age program, a fence that measures at least forty-two inches high may be required to
separate the outdoor play space, if the department determines a body of water, vehicular traffic, or other hazard poses
a risk of injury or death to a child.

Summary of Non-Compliance Finding:

Rock climbing play structure has a loose rope attached from the top creating a strangulation hazard.

Corrections to be Made:
Provider will need to either remove the rope from the play structure or secure the bottom of the rope ensuring rope is

not loose and children can not wrap rope around them; verification needs to be submitted to the Office of Licensing &
Accreditation.

Corrections Made:
Provider secured the rope under the play structure ensuring the rope is not loose or a strangulation hazard.
